MUSIC won the Documentary Feature category, Danny Boyle’s YESTERDAY won 
the audience prize for World Cinema, which honors films produced outside of the 
United States, and MACK WRESTLES, directed by Erin Sanger and Taylor Hess, took 
home top audience honors in the Short Film category.
